One of the most important gifts we receive
during Christmas is not a material gift but
rather the gift of hope. Hope is really at the
heart of what the Christmas season is all about.
On Christmas Day we join together as a
community and once again we proclaim the
Gloria. It is a profession of our faith that we
have a reason to rejoice, we have a reason to
hope because we have a God who loves us so
much that he sent his only begotten Son into
this world for our sake. During a time full of
uncertainty and fear, hope is exactly the
message we need in the world today. It is no
wonder that Pope Francis announced 2025 to
be the Jubilee Year of Hope.

Hope is at the heart of Christmas, but really
hope is at the heart of our Christian faith.

St. Paul knew this message especially well as he
dedicated his life to proclaiming this good news.
For St. Paul, Christ changes everything precisely
because he gives us a reason to hope.
