Lord God, thank you for the reminder that your Church is a
universal one. May | be open, today and always, to learn from
everyone around me, even those with a different language and
culture. Amen.

Did God come only to save Catholics? No. Did our Lord die on
the cross only to save Christians? Certainly not. Our Lord is the
Lord of all!

| hope it's difficult for our modern minds to appreciate the hatred
that Jews and Gentiles shared for one another. In this Gospel
passage, again, we see Jesus (a Jew) interacting with a Gentile (a
non-Jew). At first, the dialogue even seems rude. A closer
examination, though, reveals that the Lord is proclaiming His
salvation and His kingdom are open to all — including Gentiles.
This was not just good news but fulfilled prophecy. The first
reading from Isaiah discusses the “foreigners” (non-Jews) who
would “join themselves to the Lord,” loving Him, serving Him, etc.
God foretold that His temple would be for all peoples.

St. Paul is striking this nerve a little bit in the second reading
because he is Jewish yet explaining “I am the apostle to the
Gentiles, | magnify my ministry in order to make my fellow Jews
jealous, and thus save some of them." In this passage, he's
talking about the tension in Jews when Gentiles are welcomed
into the body of Christ, but he's also warning them not to
become prideful and potentially “lose” their salvation. These
readings are a celebration of the mercy of God, inviting us
sinners — of all backgrounds and denominations — to know Him
more intimately, especially in His holy temple. The Gospel
demonstrates the power of persistent prayer and the need for
faith and humility on our parts. It's not about what faith we were
born into, necessarily, but the way we seek the Lord. Talk is
cheap; actions speak far louder. It's time we do what is right and
just, serve the Lord, and trust in His mercy.

Thanks to the ADA of 1990 (Americans with Disabilities Act),
parking and other accommodations are now far more available
to those in need. At St. Patrick we have many disabled parking
spots and each marking has a unique message.

Here are some requirements around disabled parking allowing
parishioners in need every opportunity for accessible parking
and enjoying St. Patrick Hospitality.

Only use the disabled parking spot if the person to whom
the parking permit is issued is in the car. No borrowing or
lending!

The vertical stripes have a reason and are important. Never

park on the lines - even a little bit. Those lines are for the

benefit of someone who needs space to lower aramp, a "\ ‘7,-
wheelchair or walker.

This Fall 2023, we will again offer the
Just Faith faith formation classes here at St. Patrick. The
topics to choose from will be Hunger, Migration, or Racial
Inequity. The criteria to get involved is simple. Just choose a
class session, sign up for it, and show up with an open heart
and mind willing to learn.

Just Faith modules consist of eight sessions plus one
immersion experience. Sessions meet for two hours, once a
week. Led by a facilitator, these sessions are designed so that
you become a small faith community group which will study
your chosen social topic together. Through readings,
discussions, videos, prayer, and fellowship you will be brought
closer in learning what the gospel looks like in everyday life.

On the face of it, the Justice foot of our faith does not seem as
“visible"” as our charity foot. Yet, one foot cannot walk without
the other. It brings balance. The Justice equation involves
behind-the-scenes work within ourselves. You are invited to
this Justice formation that will effectively enhance and nurture
relationship. The relationship of understanding the plight of
others. Justice involves advocating and educating oneself on
social topics in order to become a voice that speaks for those
who cannot speak for themselves. But how can one do that if
we don't even recognize what that plight is or even looks like
for others?

Let Just Faith open that door of transformation for you. You
will have two options at the end of your sessions: First, walk
away and say to yourself that you learned a lot. Second, walk
away knowing you now have a deeper knowledge but will be
transformed enough to discern next steps toward Charity and
Justice. Chances are, you will choose the second option.
